Trail Coordinator- (Wayne) List of projects:  
We’ve finished quite a few projects.  Out of 10 bridges, we had to repair 8 this year.  Bridges are numbered with bridge number and trail route.  If anyone notices anything wrong with the bridges, they can call in the bridge number and trail number.  We have completed a new trail in Willet from 221 to Fish Hill.  We have made a change in DeRuyter and in Cuyler.  We have a problem in Willet behind the senior center.   Also Larry Votra has shut down corridor 5 and we lost about 4 miles of trails.  Larry was upset about having to clean up beer cans and the trail was never groomed.  Suggestions of rerouting the trail up East Hill which is a seasonal road.  Will Rogers is going to communicate with Dick Fowlston and try to find a different route to bypass Larry’s land. 
 

Grooming Manager- (Joey) The 89’ is painted and has the guard on it.  Joe Diaz finished 91’ today. New 89’ is set. 
 

Trail Captain-Willet (Dick) unavailable.
 

Trail Captain- Cincy- (Eric) Railroad tracks are done.  Many signs up.  Fullers dropped load of gravel behind rodeo grounds because culvert was washed out with the flood.
 

Trail Captain-McDonough/German (Bob) unavailable:  Wayne Landers is unsure of the status of Shingle Street and Rabbit Path.
 

Trail Captain- Taylor (Joe) Every thing is fine except signing. Signing will be done in December.
 

Trail Captain- 7A Pink Hill- (Mitchell) More than half the signs are up.  Thanks to all those that helped.  We have a little issue with bridge 8. Rough and need caution signs.

Equipment Manager- (Andy) New drag and transportation:  Lee thinks the price was delivered.  We need to find out if the price is delivered or not.  Pat Pudney will look up the bill.  She thinks we have to pay for shipping from Canada to the place we bought the drags from.
 

Land Committee report:  Ed Battle contacted a company selling land by Kiwanis land.  The land had already been sold.
A club member contacted Wayne O. and offered to park a trailer on his land.  Eddy Diaz has also offered to allow us to park a trailer in his shale bed.

Report from sign committee-  We’ve contacted 7 sign companies.  Ranges in price form $30-6.25.    They would be plastic signs 18 x 22 like the political signs.  American Sign in Cortland was extremely accommodating and had the most reasonable price.  Signs would be printed on a 4x8 sheet which would produce 10 signs.  Committee recommends $60 for each vendor that would like to advertise.  They would have 2 signs posted on a designated bridge or trail.  We would keep the signs so that we can reuse them next year.  Nathan Woodruff was very accommodating.  We are looking for 30 vendors to advertise this year due to be so close to the trails being opened.  We would make $48 per vendor.  We could possible make $1400 this year.  The signs would be anchored to a 2x2 post with 1 ½” self tapping screw with flat washer.  The signs would be a yellow background with black and red print.
Wayne Landers and Mitchell Smith made a motion to accept. Motion carried.

Dale has made folders to hand to volunteers that are willing to go to predetermined vendors.  We need volunteers that can be able to sell the signs within the next 2 weeks and hand information into Dale so he can get them to the printers.  We will set up a work day to hang signs up on the trails.

Joe Pudney and Ken Guinn went to Gutchess Lumber and picked up about 3,000 hardwood stakes.

We have finally received the 5x7 signs from Tim.  We have 30 signs to hang up.  Wayne will look into tamper resistant screws.  Trail captains need to call Mitchell and let him know how many signs they need for their trails.
